Why Ride in Australia? 
Australia is one of the last frontiers in the 
world and it is a safe riding environment 
without any civil unrest or dangers. With 
modern hospitals and communication 
systems it is the ultimate destination for 
adventure riding. 

Our climate has all the extremes so you an 
experience whatever you like from searing 
hot deserts to lush humid tropics, or snowy 
alpine tracks. We have chosen the tours to 
coincide with the best riding months in each 
area. 

What to Wear 
We suggest that you wear quality Cordura 
breathable riding gear with integrated armour 
for your protection. We use DriRider Rally 
Cross Pro Jackets and Pants. Gloves, 
helmets, goggles and motorcycle boots are 
also compulsory on our tours. 

The experienced motorcyclist will know that 
thin layers are the best form of body heat 
protection. Thermal polypropylene tops and 
pants are ideal. Thermal jacket liners are 
required, even in the desert, as during our 
early morning departures the temperature 
can still be down below 10 degrees. 

In the evenings we donÕt get too formal as we 
are either camped in the middle of nowhere

or at an outback pub. Long pants and long 
sleeved jumpers are essential. 

We get a chance to do laundry at two or three 
intervals along the way, so no need to over 
pack. Swimming gear is essential as we try 
and find a place to swim during the days.  

You will also need to carry with you on your 
bike, a wide brimmed hat and 30+ factor 
sunscreen as the desert sun will catch the 
unwary within minutes and sunburn is 
something we try to avoid.

Remember you are in riding gear all day so 
few other clothes are needed (there are 
washing facilities along the route); space is 
minimal, so please keep it to a small sports 
bag size (maximum 60cm x 30cm x 30cm  
and 20kg weight). Plus your Riding Gear. 

NO GEAR BAGS OR HARD SUITCASES 

We recommend you have an integrated 
hydration/backpack for day use with the items 
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you need during the day carried with you. As 
we donÕt unpack/repack overnight bags 
during the day. 

For Your Safety 
Motorcycling is a dangerous pastime, both on 
and off road. As we take advantage of mostly 
off road riding, off road experience is 
recommended. Our tours guides are 
experienced motorcyclists, they will do all that 
they can to ensure you enjoy your 
experience. We are all confident senior first 
aiders and carry a comprehensive first aid kit. 
On all our tours we carry satellite telephones 
and emergency positioning indicating radio 
beacons (EPIRBs). Safety briefings will be 
given by tour guides prior to the dayÕs 
activities. 

Licence and Minimum Age 
Requirements 
As we are riding 400cc motorcycles you must 
hold an open unlimited motorcycle licence. 
The minimum age requirement on our tours is 
17 years of age and if you are under the age 
of 25, an extra insurance excess of $2000 
applies to any motorcycle insurance claims. 
All foreign licence holders must carry a 
recognised international driving permit. 

Accommodation 
For accommodation in the Whitsundays we 
recommend Club Crocodile, and in Perth the  

Trade Winds Hotel, and Rosie OÕGradyÕs 
Hotel, as these places are close to our 
departure and our arrival points, have a 
central location and provide quality 
accommodation at a reasonable price. 

Travel to Australia and Airport 
Transfers 
The majority of commercial airlines or their 
strategic partners have regular flights to all 
Australian capital cities, usually on a daily 
basis. There are daily transfers from Brisbane 
and Sydney to the Whitsundays. Transfers 
from the airport to hotels are by bus, shuttle 
bus service, or shared taxis.

This ride is for sand rats, with a full 12 days 
of sand riding. This is one the roughest, 
toughest, grittiest tours we offer. This ride is 
full of sand dunes, gravel roads, snotty 
tracks, desert crossings and rugged outback 
towns! After leaving Alice springs we tackle 
the Madigan Line and the 1000 odd sand 
dunes before arriving at the Birdsville Pub 
where cold beer and tall stories will both be 
flowing. The next day we tackle Big Red then 
head west over the French line and another 
1200 dunes. This time we tackle the steeper 
east side of the dunes and find out who can 
still cut the mustard in the desert. 3 days later 
a swim at Dalhousie Hot springs soothes 
those tired and battered bodies before a short 
ride along the Road of Stones and into the 
Mount Dare Pub. Leaving Mount Dare for the 
last days ride back into Alice Springs.

Cape York is truly one of Australia's last 
frontiers and we're extremely fortunate so 
much of it is accessible by motorcycle. It's 
definitely a region of diverse attractions, 
encompassing tropical rainforests, heath 
lands, beaches and wild rivers. Airfares are 
included from Cairns to Bamaga. 

 

Following the Old Telegraph Track we weave 
our way across numerous creek and river 
crossings, (avoiding crocs). We spend a few 
nights camping at Cattle Stations and most 
nights around the campfire. See some of the 
most incredible Aboriginal Art at Jowalbinna 
and learn a little more about the traditional 
owners.

The Canning Stock Route or CSR is the last 
"Great Off-road Ride". With over 1600km 
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between towns this is as remote as 
adventure riding gets. We only take 5 hire 
bikes and 5 tag-alongs on this trip so 'First in 
Best Dressed'. Flights from Perth to Halls 
Creek are included for the South run and 
flights from Halls Creek to Perth included for 
the North run. The South run is slightly easier 
but only by a whisker. This ride is no walk in 
the park. Leaving Wiluna after day 2 from 
Perth we hit the sand and the Adventure 
starts. Each night we camp by a well or a 
water hole so there is a chance to rinse the 
dust out of your teeth. This tour is so remote 
that we take two support trucks. 

 

There are 5 passenger seats available for 
those that don't ride or if you and a mate want 
to share the riding.

Agents and Representatives 
OAT agents and representatives represent OAT 
but are not a party to this contract. Nor are they 
responsible or liable for failure to provide any 
service as may be described in our literature 
pertaining to the contract. 

 

Reservation and Deposit 
For the tour a booking deposit is required at the 
time of booking. This deposit secures a place on 
the tour. The balance is due 30 days before the 
tour starts. If the total balance is not received 30 
days before tour start, OAT reserves the right to 
treat this reservation as cancelled and charge the 
cancellation fee. 

 

Motorcycle Rental/Safety Deposit 
Rental motorcycles are provided as part of the 
tour package. The type and make vary to fit the 
type of riding on each tour.  The pictures of 
motorcycles on OAT promotional literature and 
website do not always represent the exact version 
of the motorcycles provided. Please ask our agent 
if you need more detailed information. OAT 
reserves the right to substitute the motorcycle 
confirmed to tour participants. OAT strives to 
ensure that all participants ride the motorcycle 
they are confirmed on and is very proud of their 
record of doing so. Unfortunately, at times, certain 
unexpected and uncontrollable situations arise 
which may require the substitution of a 
motorcycle. This includes, but is not limited to, 
mechanical failure and collision damage and theft. 
Should OAT not be able to replace a confirmed 
motorcycle with the confirmed type or similar, a 
pro-rated refund for the difference in models will 
be refunded to participant. This constitutes the 
maximum liability of OAT. A safety deposit has to 
be paid at the OAT rental centre at the time of 
hand-over of the motorcycle at the beginning of 
the rental period. OAT reserves the right to adjust 
the amount of this safety deposit and deductible 
without notice. This safety deposit will be refunded 
upon return of the undamaged motorcycle to OAT 
. Some rental centres require a separate rental 
contract for the rental motorcycle to be signed at 
the rental station. The rental period is not 
interrupted due to the inability of a renter to ride or 
for any other reason. During the tour OAT is not 
obliged to replace a damaged motorcycle.

Minimum Tour Participants 
Up to 30 days prior to tour start OAT can cancel a 
tour if an insufficient number of tour participants 
have booked and fully paid by that time. 

 

Tour Cancellation 
In this case, the customers will be notified 
forthwith. OAT will offer to operate the tour if all 
customers agree to a supplemental charge due to 
the low number of tour members. If customers do 
not accept to pay the supplement, OAT will refund 
their payment in full, which will constitute the full 
settlement. OAT is not liable for any additional 
costs or losses incurred by the tour participant 
due to OAT's cancellation of tour due to lack of 
participants. This includes, but is not limited to, 
the cost of pre-paid airline tickets, hotel 
reservations and automobile rentals. Situations 
may arise, which, in our opinion, make it 
necessary for us to cancel, advance or postpone 
a scheduled tour, change itineraries or make 
substitutions regarding hotels, cities, tour guides 
and other travel arrangements.

Safety Tips 
¥ Remember always ride on the left 

hand side of the road. 

¥ When turning give way to any non-
turning traffic and in all other 
situations give way to traffic crossing 
or coming from the right. 

¥ Overtake on the right. 

¥ Give way to pedestrians on a 
pedestrian crossing. 

¥ Observe orange traffic lights being a 
signal to stop unless it is dangerous to 
do so (note the orange signal is the 
reverse of that found in many 
countries where orange precedes 
green). 

¥ Maximum speed limits are indicated 
by signs which have a number 
(representing the speed limit) inside a 
red circle. Speed limits within towns 
and cities are 50 km/h increasing to 
70-110 km/h on open roads and 
motorways. The maximum speed limit 
never exceeds 110 km/h.

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Frequently Asked Questions 
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Staff size and experience  
We offer a high staff-to-guest ratio, which 
allows us to make our tours as safe and 
enjoyable as possible. Since we will be 
travelling on little-known back roads with help 
being hours or even days away, all of our 
staff are certified in senior first aid and trained 
in motorcycle maintenance. The guides will 
also be carrying satellite phones. A support 
four wheel drive vehicle with plenty of room 
for storage will follow each tour. 

What is an Adventure Tour?  
The aim of our tours is to get you off the 
paved roads and into the Outback. Our tours 
are usually at least 90% off-road. An 
Adventure Tour requires a motorcycle 
capable of harsh off road riding. Sometimes 
we ride for 2 days without seeing another 
vehicle. Sometimes the bridge that was there 
last week in not there this week. A flash flood 
has destroyed it, so we find another way 
around. We get you out of your comfort zone 
and into our backyard in complete safety. 

What sort of gear do I need to 
bring? 
The weather on these tours can vary greatly 
(hot, cold, wet, dry...) - especially on our 
across Australia tours - so riders need to be 
prepared for anything. Riding gear that is not 
only protective but weather-resistant or 
weather-proof and that can accommodate 
both hot and cold temperatures is a must. 
Waterproof boots, gloves, socks, insect 
repellent, hiking shoes, full-faced helmet, a 
good camera, etc., are all recommended for 
our tours. Please see our ÔRecommended 
GearÕ section for more details. 

Can I bring my partner as a 
pilli on? 
As our tours are off-road with demanding 
terrain we don't offer 'two up' or pillion riding. 

Is there a support vehicle?  
A support vehicle accompanies all tours and 
is capable of transporting at least one 
motorcycle to a place of safety in the event of 
mechanical failure. It is equipped with tools 
and other basic supplies to accommodate 
simple repairs. 

Does the support vehicle carry 
my luggage? 
The vehicle will carry one piece of luggage 
per rider. 

What kinds of meals are provided 
by Outback Adventure Tr eks? 
Meals provided as part of your package. 
Breakfast is always a full cooked breakfast or 
you can simply just have some toast and 
cereal. Lunch is either at an Outback Pub or 
buffet style if we are well of the beaten track. 
The evening meal is served in our 'Open Air 
Restaurant ' usually a BBQ or a variety of 
dishes cooked the outback way, followed by 
desert. Meals are included, but do not include 
alcoholic beverages. 

What is the accommodation like?  
When it comes to accommodation, everyone 
is pleasantly surprised by the quality of our 
camps. Comfort, good service and something 
different are criteria used in selecting our 
camps. If we are in town, you can count on 
us staying in the best campground on offer. A 
hot shower is always welcome after a day or 
two in the bush. When off the beaten track 
you will usually still have access to a shower 
but it may be in the form off a waterfall or a 
billabong. 

What do you do other than ride?  
Each tour promotes a balance of activities 
with a focus on sharing the culture, history 
and customs of Australia. You will mix with 
colourful outback characters, sharing their 
lifestyle and their way of life. We usually find 
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a good swimming spot around lunch time to 
cool off and get out of that hot sun for a while. 
Or go fishing, you will be amazed at what you 
can catch in the remote creeks and rivers of 
outback Australia! 

How many and what kind of 
riders are there on each tour?  
The tour sizes will vary, most are between 6 
and 10 people. All our tours are designated 
as Adventure rides, (mainly off-road) 
therefore we prefer to keep our groups small. 
Outback Adventure Treks serves a broad 
demographic range. Regardless of age, the 
most important qualification is a healthy 
attitude, a good sense of humour and a 
desire to have fun with others. 

What will the weather be like?  
We always schedule tours to run during 
optimum climate conditions for the areas 
travelled. However as we all know the 
weather can change at any time. So be 
prepared for the occasional cool or wet day. 

Should I get any insu rance? 
Adequate travel health/accident and trip 
cancellation/interruption insurance is 
recommended. Insurance can be obtained 
through your travel agent. 

Will I have a roommate?  
All hotel accommodation is shared twin 
occupancy. This means that unless you are 
bringing your spouse or favourite companion, 
you will be sharing with a likeminded 
adventurer. 

Will I get more information after I 
book a tour?  
Our comprehensive information booklet is 
emailed to all riders 30 - 60 days prior to tour 
departure. Packing tips, a list of vehicle 
storage facilities, preparation and detailed 
itinerary is covered in the Information 
Booklet. 

When is the best time to make a 
reservation?  
Right away. Outback Adventure Treks 
reserves accommodation sites, prepares 
access permits well in advance. Tours that 
include ferries, trains and other logistics need 
advanced planning. Some dates are very 
popular and are known to be booked out 12 
months in advance of the tour. Why hesitate? 
Once the tour has sufficient numbers to go, 
we can accept last minute additions without 
difficulty ... that is, if the tour isn't sold out! 

I always organise my own tours, 
why would I want to do a guided 
tour?  
Our guided tours have several advantages 
but four aspects stand out in particular. The 
first is that we know the area well and will 
lead you on roads and to places that you 
might not discover on your own. You'll enjoy 
experiences that other visitors to the region 
often miss. The second is that, by carefully 
selecting and arranging accommodation, 
permits and checking road closures 
throughout the tour, we free up more of your 
valuable holiday time for riding and having 
fun. The third is that, we give you peace of 
mind if something should go wrong we have 
the knowledge and infrastructure to cope with 
most situations. Every year tragedies occur in 
outback Australia from ill prepared 
adventurers. We provide you with the 
adventure and a safe environment. Last, but 
certainly not least, our tours give you the 
chance to enjoy the company of riders from 
many parts of the world. In addition to 
enjoying a great motorcycling holiday you'll 
have an opportunity to gain new friendships 
that could last a lifetime. 
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I like to explore on my own when 
I tour; do I need to stay with the 
group? 
On our tours you are usually free to travel on 
your own and at your own pace. Apart from 
some of the extreme sections during desert 
crossings or on most remote off-road 
sections. The group ride leaves together 
each morning and you may join it for all day, 
part of the day or not at all. In any case, you'll 
benefit from our knowledge of the area, 
custom ride maps, route sheets and ride 
suggestions. Dinner in the ' Open Air 
Restaurant ' and excellent accommodation 
will be waiting for you at the end of the day, 
so you won't use valuable riding time 
searching for places to eat and stay. 

What will I need to pay for while 
on tour?  
All meals are included in the tour prices as 
long as you stay with the main tour group at 
meal times. Alcoholic beverages are not 
included in the tour price. Other than 
souvenirs, optional tours, incidentals and 
spending money should be the only other 
general costs. 

How much riding experience 
should I have before I take a 
tour?  
While our only formal requirement is a valid 
motorcycle license, it is highly recommended 
to be familiar with - or get familiar with - long 
distance touring. Off-road riding experience is 
a must for those participating in any of our 
tours. If you do not have off-road, motocross 
racing, or dual sport riding experience, we 
highly recommend signing up for an off-road 
school. If you do not have access to an off-
road school, find dirt roads and trails in your 
area to practice on until you are comfortable - 
then practice some more! Our main 
requirement is that each rider fully 
understands the importance of riding 

responsibly and within his/her abilities once 
on the road with us. The roads we use are 
mainly off-road and generally in good 
condition but they include some challenging 
creek crossings and sandy sections. Our 
group riding pace is relaxed and several 
stops are built into each day's schedule. We 
can average up to 375 km of daily riding, so 
riders should have experience with riding that 
distance comfortably. If you are relatively new 
to motorcycle touring, we suggest you start 
with one of our shorter six-day tours. We 
strongly recommend that all riders contact us 
if they have any questions about the match 
between their riding experience and our 
tours.  

I'd like to do a full tour, but I 
can't fit it all into my schedule. 
Any options?  
Our tours range from six to over fifty days in 
length, so there are many options to choose 
from. Although we highly recommend doing 
the full tour whenever possible, we can, 
under some circumstances, make special 
arrangements for you to do part of a tour. 

Are custom tours available ? 
We can create and lead custom group tours 
by request. Please contact us for further 
details.

I warrant that I am in good health, do not suffer from any disability, illness or medical condition other than 
disclosed in writing to (the Operator) and that I am reasonably fit for the Tour. I further warrant that I am an 
experienced off road motorcycle rider. 

I acknowledge that (the Operator) holds a security deposit of $1,500.00 on the condition that the motorcycle 
being ridden by me is returned undamaged. I also acknowledge that I will be liable to pay for any damage, to 
this motorcycle, caused by me up to this amount.

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Preparation and 
Safety Guide 

 
How to make it to the end in one 
piece!  
Know your limits and physical strengths. 

First Day Fever 
ItÕs normal on the first day of riding to go hell 
for leather and fly around the bends with 
great exhilaration only to come off at the next 
corner, possibly with a few broken bones, 
broken bike, and the end of a great adventure 
that never was. On the first day, take it easy, 
go way slower than you think you are capable 
of, get to know your bike, get to know the 
terrain and enjoy the ride. 

Day One is the day where many riders come 
to grief and this could have been avoided. 
The adrenalin is rushing and youÕre ready to 
go, but hang back, take a deep slow breath 
and go slow! YouÕll be happy you did. 

Keep your Speed within your Riding 
Ability  
An adventure ride is not a RACE. ItÕs an 
experience. Your mind and body will be in 
overload and the adrenalin with urge you on 
to do death-defying feats, which are way 
beyond your capabilities. DonÕt ride like a 
maniac. Take it easy. ItÕs not a race and there 
are no winners, only riders taken away in an 
ambulance, or Flying Doctor in the middle of 
the desert who miss out on the rest of the 
adventure. Everyone has their own riding 
speed, get to know your own and find the 
right position in the group, which suits you. 
The fast riders are often the ones who finish 
last, if at all, because they have more stacks, 
breakdowns and broken bits. 

Relax into it and enjoy the ride. 

What Speed Should I go? 
This really is dependent on the skill of the 
rider. Generally the rule of thumb is to go 
about seven-tenths of what you think you are 
capable of. You will maintain focussed and it 
will give you a chance to take in the scenery 
and get the most out of the trip. Make sure 
that you donÕt get behind a slower rider; you 
will zone out and have a higher chance of an 
accident. The slower rider will feel the need 
to speed up and that may cause him to have 
an accident too. 

So, pick your speed Ð a balance between 
staying alert and not drifting off. 

Moving Objects are Potential 
Hazards 
The main hint here is to stay alert. Things can 
fly out at you at any time and you need to be 
concentrating. 

Wild pigs, Emus and Kangaroos are probably 
the biggest hazards. At dusk and dawn the 
roos hang out around fence lines and bask 
under trees, so keep an eye out on both 
sides of the track and stay clear of these to 
avoid disturbing them. If you see one roo, 
there will probably be another, so slow down 
and watch out. 

Avoid riding in parallel, as this will reduce 
your risk to avoid potential hazards. 

You will often come across stock on the 
track. Respect them and go slow or stop and 
let them pass. If they are moving in the same 
direction, take a wide berth and idle past. 
They are valuable beasts and you donÕt want 
to have to pay for a cow, which you donÕt get 
to eat! 
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Keep Left  
Other vehicles will be on the road, even in the 
remotest areas. Keep left when travelling 
around corners and get on the pegs before 
taking blind corners. 

Dust 
Keep out of it. If a vehicle is passing, pull 
over and wait for the dust to settle. A few 
minutes on the side of the track alive, is well 
worth the wait. 

Overtaking 
When overtaking a vehicle, take a wide berth, 
overtake cleanly and leave a big gap before 
heading back in front of the vehicle. Bikes 
spit up a truckload of rocks, so be as polite as 
possible. 

DonÕt pass another bike just before a corner 
or nasty rut as this can cause them to lose 
concentration and have an accident. 

Riding in Groups 
Spread out to avoid riding in a dust ball. ItÕs 
bad for your health and you wonÕt be able to 
see where you are going to avoid potential 
hazards. 

DonÕt hang off the lead riderÕs rear. Hang 
back and enjoy the ride. 

Looking Out for Each Other 
If you see a hazard up ahead, stop and warn 
fellow riders of the hazards. Help out riders 
with skill levels less than your own. 

Slow riders do not slow down the group. ItÕs 
often the fast ones that have more accidents, 
more breakdowns, get lost, and have 
punctures and crashes and then end up at 
camp well after the slow bees.
